Á The year 1916 marked the initiation of a vision for a parkway and 
boulevard system within the City of St. Joseph to provide a scenic and 
aesthetically pleasing ñbelt lineò as described by John I. McDonald, an 
original 1916 Park Board Member.

Á While the initial vision was carried out in what is now referred to as the 
Historic Parkway, the vision did not carry itself into the later development 
of the eastern portion of the City. 

Á In December of 2007, several discussions were held regarding the future 
of the Historic Parkway System and future possibilities of the expansion of 
that system. 

Á On January 15, 2008, city staff held a work session to determine a 
direction for the Historic Parkway System and all interconnecting 
roadways throughout the City.
